We offer clothes to the people in our community who need help with their clothing needs.  
We are open one Saturday of each month, usually the first Saturday, from 8:00 am to Noon.  
Please visit us to see the wide variety of clothing items available to you free of charge. If you 
are planning to visit our Clothes Closet, look for a large sign on Silas Creek beside the lower 
church entrance; it is visible to those passing by the church and is usually displayed by the 
Wednesday before the Saturday that we plan to open.

Every Wednesday morning our volunteers are at the church from 10am to 12:00 noon 
receiving and organizing donations. We accept men's, women's and children's clothing, 
shoes, toys, children's books and accessories such as hats, gloves and jewelry.  If you plan 
to make a clothing donation at this time, come to the lower church parking lot, look for the 
concrete stairs with a wrought iron railing, leading up to several doors on your right, please 
knock and we will come out to help you.  Tax receipts are available. We appreciate all 
members of the Fairview church family and the community members and groups, who have 
generously donated to our clothing ministry.       
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
