Fairview warmly welcomes Rev. Dr. Michael Brown as our guest speaker this morning.  Dr. Brown is a speaker, writer, adjunct professor, and pastor. For a decade, he was successor to Dr. Norman Vincent Peale (author of The Power of Positive Thinking) and Dr. Arthur Caliandro (author of Make Your Life Count) as Senior Minister at Marble Collegiate Church on 5th Avenue in New York City. Prior to serving in NYC, Dr. Brown, an ordained United Methodist clergy, was the Pastor of such churches as Boone United Methodist, Central United Methodist (Asheville), and Centenary United Methodist (Winston-Salem), all in North Carolina. He also preaches each Sunday June-September at Blowing Rock Methodist (a seasonal Worship Chapel for tourists and summer residents in Blowing Rock, North Carolina) and travels nationally, October-May, preaching, lecturing, and speaking for churches, colleges and universities, seminaries, and corporate and civic organizations. He currently teaches Biblical Studies at High Point University (where he also serves as a Trustee) and leads an annual Preaching Cohort for clergy through Duke University Divinity School (in its sixth year). Additionally, he teaches Preaching for the Board of Higher Education and Ministry of The United Methodist Church (via the Course of Study for clergy in the licensing process).
